  Tournament Information 
Time & Date:  Saturday, February 11, 2006 at 10:30 a.m.  The meeting for black belts and officials starts at 9:30 a.m. 
Registration:  Online and mail-in registration begins January 1, 2006.  Mailed-in registration forms must be postmarked 
by January 24, 2006.  Make checks or money orders out to the UGA Karate Club.  Do not mail cash!  Online registration 
is available until 11:59 p.m., Thursday, February 9th.  Tournament fees are non-refundable.  Additionally, registration is 
available at the event from 8:00 am to 10:00 a.m. on Saturday, February 11; however, we will only accept cash on the day 
of the event. 

Competitors who register by mail or online receive a free tournament t-shirt! 

Fee:  There are divisions in forms, breaking, and sparring.  Fees are $50 for one event and $55 for two or three events.  
Spectators are $5.  Only CASH will be accepted the day of the tournament. 

Meeting:  Black belts and officials will meet at 9:30 a.m. to discuss rules and procedures. 

Awards:  Awards will be presented to 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place winners.  Oversized trophies will be presented to grand 
champions. 

Location:  Ramsey Student Center for Physical Activities, Building 1690, The University of Georgia, Athens, Georgia.  
The Ramsey Center is accessible from both East Campus Road and College Station Road.  Free parking is available in the 
East Campus parking deck and the Ramsey Center parking lot.

Instructors:  Instructors bringing 30 students or more will receive $100.  Those bringing 25 to 29 will receive $75.

  Rules 
To acquire a full set of rules go online to our website at http://www.ugavalentinesclassic.com, or contact us 
directly by writing, emailing, or calling.  The general rules are as follows: 
♥ Competitors must be a member in good standing of an accredited/recognized martial arts school. 
♥ A full school or white uniform is required.  No warm-ups or sweats are permitted. 
♥ Forms competition is judged on a ten point scale, and acceptable forms are limited to those that demonstrate 

the traditional techniques of the competitors’ art. 
♥ Sparring is traditional point-stop style sparring. 
♥ Legal target areas for sparring include sides of the head, face, ribs, chest, abdomen, and collarbone.  The 

amount of contact permitted to the head and face varies from division to division.  Non-black belt youth 
divisions, for example, allow no contact to the face and head.  Please acquire and read the complete set of 
rules for details. 

♥ All competitors must have head gear, hand gear, foot gear, and a mouth piece to compete in sparring 
divisions.  Youth competitors (17 and under) must also have a chest guard, and all males must have groin 
protection.
